We are calli ng on the UN and the in-
ternational community to recognise that 
abuses are continuing and that injustices in 
the name of oil production must end now." 
 

Declared MOSOP "We cannot accept that oil 
companies can tell the international commu-
nity and the public that they are concerned 
about climate change and then ask for an ex-
tension of gas flaring in the Niger Delta. It is 
hypocrisy beyond words. Our stance is also 
informed by reports, endorsed by our own 
President, which say that agriculture, which 
is the li feblood of our communities, will i n-
evitably be impacted by climate change." 
 

"We hope that every well meaning Nigerian 
will rise up in opposition to gas flaring when 
they realise that climate change will eventu-
ally imperil with sea level rises affecting 
every low lying coastal community in Nige-
ria - from Lagos to Akassa and beyond,' 
 

"Shell has not extracted oil from Ogoni for 
over 14 years but the corruption and violence 
w h i ch  ar e  associ ated  w it h  th ei r  p i p el i n es  r u nn i n g  
a cross  O g on i i s  con t inu ing,"  K palap  lam en ted.  
 

He pointed out that "Despite our protests, 
which have already gone as far as the Nether-
lands, Shell has taken no action. Even when 
these fires were burning Shell continued to 
pump oil on damaged pipelines, all i n the 
name of profit."

[M]ovement for the Survival of 
Ogoni People [MOSOP] has ac-
cused Shell Petroleum Develop-
ment Company [SPDC] of sabo-
taging oil pipelines in Ogoniland. 
 
Spokesman for MOSOP, Mr. Bari-ara Kpal-
lap disclosed this in Port Harcourt, Rivers 
State while talking on the 2007 World Hu-
man Right Day which featured a protest 
m arch  by  O g on i peop le  to  Shel l 's  he ad quarters.   
 

"In the past few weeks we have seen known 
criminals who have damaged pipelines in the 
past for profit being engaged by SPDC to 
gain access to key parts of their pipelines. 
These are the same people who were arrested 
by the Kegbera Dere community just weeks 
ago for damage, which caused six oil fires 
that burnt for over 3 months, polluting our 
communities and our environment." 

MOSOP alleged that Shell deliberately spon-
sors "miscreants for the purposes of protect-
ing its interests including vandalisation oil 
pipelines, which causes spil ls and fires in or-
der to win corrupt contracts and violence 
against perceived opposition to her interests, 
had  i n f l i cted  hu ge  cr i ses  in  O g on i com m un i t i es."  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

MOSOP explained that their march on Shell 's 
Port Harcourt headquarters for the first time 
in three years is to mark its opposition to 
ab uses  b y  th e o i l  co m p an y 's  op erat i on s  in  O g on i .  
 

Kpallap pointed out that MOSOP's protest 
fell on the same day that other groups are 
calli ng for an end to gas flaring in the Niger 
Delta. "We associate ourselves with all those 
opposing gas flaring, which has been a curse 
on the Niger Delta for 50 years. It has dam-
aged our environment daily, and now it is 
contributing to climate change which threat-
ens all of Africa. 
 

"We are using December 10th, International 
Human Rights Day, to associate our call for 
justice with the pending 60th anniversary of 
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. 
The United Nations has long recognised the

   Since 1956, when oil was discovered in Nigeria’s southern swamps, the 
delta region has seen nothing but trouble.  Those very few that turn a profit 
from the natural resources of the area are clearly in the minority, while 
everyone else suffers from the inequality imposed upon them. 
 
   According to a 2003 Shell-commissioned report on the activities of the 
oil industry in Nigeria, the way Shell operates “creates, feeds into or exac-
erbates conflict” and that Shell was “an integral part of the Niger delta con-
flict system”. 
 
   The latest allegations show that in the intervening years nothing has 
changed, and they are now exporting their methods to Ireland.            S2S
