Since Shell began drilling in Nige-
ria's Niger Delta, it has wreaked en-
vironmental havoc on the land of the
Ogoni, the predominant native group
in Nigeria.

Nigeria accounts for 14% of Shell's global ail
production. At the same time, 40% of Shell's
oil spill s worldwide between 1976and 1991

have occurred in this country. In the Niger
Deltathere were 2,976 oil spills during these years.

In the 197G 9oill age totalled more that four
times that of the 1989 Exxon Valdez tragedy.
Shell has contaminated farmlands and water
sources, besides releasing gases meters away
from the houses where the Ogoni live. Shell
thus promotes acid rain, mass killi ng of fish
and the suffering o people due to health
problems from water and air poll ution.

A short-lived World Bank investigation
found levels of hydrocarbon pallution in wa-
ter in Ogoni land more than sixty times US
limits and a 1997 Projed Underground sur-
vey found petroleum hydrocarbons in one
Ogoni vill age's water source to be 360 times
the levels allowed in the European Commu-
nity, where Shell originates.

Owens Wiwa, a physician, has observed
higher rates of cetain dseases like bronchial
asthma, other respiratory diseases, gestroen-
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teritis and cancer among the people in the
area asaresult of the oil i ndustry.

Responding to claims for environmental jus-
tice Nigerian military forces have used ter-
rorism as a means of intimidating and stop-
ping the ewironmental demands. Since the
Rivers State Internal Seaurity Task Force be-
gan working, it has been held responsible for
the deaths of more than two thousand Ogonis
and for the destruction o 27 vill ages. Nine
pacifist leaders were hanged after trias in
military courts. Two witnesses that accused
them later admitted that Shell and the military
had bribed them with promises of money and
jobs at Shell. Shell admitted having gven
money to the Nigerian military, who brutally
tried to silence the voiceswhich claimed justice.

In March 2001the US Supreme Court ap-
proved a lawsuit filed against the mmpany.
The attorneys defending Shell and its subsidi-
ary Shell Transport & Trading argued that the
US could not authorise a lawsuit for crimes
which heppened in other countries, even if
they involved international law. Relatives of
Ken Saro-Wiwa and John Kpuinen, leaders of
the protests against oil drilli ng in Ogoni land,
Nigeria, presented the @ase in 196 at a New
York federal court. As aresult of the protests
against Shell, the military government that
ruled Nigeria repeatedly tortured the two ac-
tivists. Saro-Wiwa and Kpuinen were hanged
in 1995 after being found gulty of murder.

LONDON — The U.S. Depart-
ment of Justice is examining cor-
ruption allegationsin the use of a
freight-forwarding firm by Royal
Dutch Shell PLC, the company
said in regulatory filing published
last week.

A probe by the Searrities and Ex-
change Commission is also under way,
it said.

In its annual report with the SEC, the
Anglo-Dutch oil company said it was
contacted in July by the Department of
Justice regarding its use of a unit of
Panalpina World Transport Ltd., a
Swissbased shipping and logistics-
management company.

Shdl said in the filli ng the Justice De-
partment was looking at potential vio-

lations of the Foreign Corrupt Practices
Act as a result of such use. Shell de-
clined to comment beyond the filings
Wednesday.

Panalpina said in May that U.S. au-
thorities had requested documents re-
lated to its srvices to Nigeria, adding
the review had been extended to Ka-
zakhstan and Saudi Arabia.

Eleven oil and dl-service firms re-
ceved a July 2 letter from the Justice
Department’s criminal-fraud sedion
asking them to detail their rdationship
with Panalpina, people familiar with
the matter said last year. Last year,
Houston-based oil-services companies
Transocean Inc. and Schlumberger Ltd.
said they received inquiries from the
department related to the Panalpina in-
vestigation.

The US Saurities and Exchange Commisson
has sibpoenaed documents from Royal Dutch
Shell and several other international compa-
nies as part of a widening international probe
into a $170m alleged bribery case at a Nige-
rian gas plant.

The @se, which isseen as an important test of
rich countries commitment to tackling al-
leged corporate bribery, is being probed in
France, the US and Nigeria.

The @mpanies involved have denied wrong-
doing and said they are not themselves under
investigation for participating in bribery.
Shell said it was co-operating voluntarily with
the SEC investigation.

The SEC dedined to say if the Shell subpoena
indicated it was lodking into the activities of
the @nsortium that owns and oerates the
plant on Bonny Idand. Shell isthe largest pri-
vate shareholder in the project, in which its
partners are Total of France Italy's Eni and
the Nigerian government.

Investigations have so far centred on the ac-
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tivities of TSKJ, the plant's main building
contractor. TSKJ is an international consor-
tium that includes a subsidiary of Halli burton,
the ail services company formerly headed by
Vice-President Dick Cheney of the US.

... The mmpany said the notes dowed the
building consortium had "considered pay-
ments to Nigerian officials’ ... "They are a
contemporaneous account dating back to the
earliest days of who, what, when and how the
bribery may have ocaurred,” the person [with
knowledge of the probe] said.

The minutes of a December 1993 "cultural
meding” list seven people - including Don
Etiebet, Nigeria's then petroleum minister -
next to the phrase: "cover diredly". Beneath,
four other surnames - induding those of gas
plant diredors Victoria Ihonde, Olutoyin Ola-
kunri and Hamman Tukur - are listed next to
the words "already covered”.

.. Mr Etiebet said he was never offered a
bribe by the nsortium, whose officials he
met only twice while he was minister. Shell
said it had no evidence of improper behaviour
by the former diredors or other gas plant offi-
clals.
